A	dvent	is a season of waiting, conversion and hope. It has qualities of a penitential

Are You Interested In Year End Giving? 
 

What the CARES Act means for charitable giving 
 

The Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic Security (CARES) Act bill provides 
increased tax incenƟves for charitable giving for both individuals and 
corporaƟons. 

Are you itemizing deducƟons? 
The adjusted gross income (AGI) limit for cash contribuƟons was increased for 
individual donors. For cash contribuƟons made in 2020, you can now elect to 
deduct up to 100 percent of your AGI (increased from 60 percent). 

Interested in corporate giving? 
The AGI limit for cash contribuƟons was also increased for corporate donors. 
CorporaƟons can now deduct up to 25 percent of taxable income (increased from 
10 percent). 

Not itemizing? 
The CARES Act allows for an addiƟonal universal, “above‐the‐line” deducƟon for 
charitable giŌs made in cash of up to $300. Married filing jointly taxpayers will get 
an above the line deducƟon of up to $600.  If you are not itemizing on your 2020 
taxes, you can claim this new deducƟon. 

What about IRA Qualified Charitable DistribuƟons (QCD)? 
The CARES Act did not change the rules around the QCD, which allows individuals 
over 70½ years old to donate up to $100,000 in IRA assets directly to 
charity1 annually, without taking the distribuƟon into taxable income. 

However, remember that under the CARES Act an individual can elect to deduct 
100 percent of their AGI for cash charitable contribuƟons. This effecƟvely affords 
individuals over 59½ years old the benefits similar to a QCD; they can take a cash 
distribuƟon from their IRA, contribute the cash to charity, and may completely 
offset tax aƩributable to the distribuƟon by taking a charitable deducƟon in an 
amount up to 100 percent of their AGI for the tax year.  

Rules and regulaƟons regarding tax deducƟons for charitable giving vary at the state level, 
and laws of a specific state or laws relevant to a parƟcular situaƟon may affect the 

applicability, accuracy, or completeness of the informaƟon provided. Always consult an 
aƩorney or tax professional regarding your specific legal or tax situaƟon. 



 

Safe and Secure IniƟaƟve 
 

As you may remember, we created a Safe and Secure Ministry which is comprised of 
law enforcement officers, teacher, and others. Our goal is to build a plan to assist the 
parish in ensuring that our campus remains safe and secure and to deter crime. We 
requested a Crime PrevenƟon Through Environmental Design Security Assessment 
which was completed and the results discussed with the Safe and Secure Ministry 
members. There are various recommendaƟons that we have already begun to work 
on, but there are several that require addiƟonal funding .  
If our Safe and Secure IniƟaƟve is one that is important to you and you have the 
means to financially assist us, we would certainly appreciate your support. These are 
troubling Ɵmes and over the past few weeks there have been churches burned, 
statues destroyed and tabernacles broken and the Holy Eucharist stolen. We 
understand that security iniƟaƟves might not deter all crime, but it’s important for us 
to protect our campus and especially the Eucharist to the best of our ability.

La Santa Sede advirtió que en la actualidad los 
valores del Adviento se ven “amenazados por la 
costumbre de convertir la preparación a la 
Navidad en una ‘operación comercial’. Nos 
recomienda orar y meditar para no olvidar el 
sentido del Adviento y celebrar el nacimiento de 
Jesús “en un clima de sobriedad y de sencillez 
alegre, y con una actitud de solidaridad para con 
los pobres”.
