Deacon’s Corner

The Christmas season began for me this year with the question: “Who is the King of Glory?” from
the song The King of Glory. The season ends today with the question of the Magi: “Where is the new-
born king of the Jews?” from Matthew Gospel. I like to answer these two questions for myself by re-
reading the poem: One Solitary Life, which I now share with you.

He was born in an obscure village,
the child of a peasant woman.

He worked in a carpentry shop
until he was thirty, and then

for three years he was an

itinerant preacher.

When the tide of popular

opinion turned against him,

his friends ran away.

He was turned over to his enemies.
He was tried and convicted.

He never did one of the things that usually
accompanies greatness.

Yet all the armies that ever marched,
and all the governments that ever sat,
and all the kings that ever reigned,
have not affected life upon this earth
as powerfully as has that

One Solitary Life. - (author unknown)
