Deacon’s Corner….            Deacon Steve 

SUNDAY READINGS: Burach 5:1-9; Philippians 1:4-6, 8-11; Luke 3:1-6 

In Advent and Lent, we hear much about John the Baptist in the desert. Until 
about the 12th century, the Advent season was in fact a later Lent  (both five 
weeks long, both marked by fasting and penance, and both giving the faithful a 
day off halfway through). 
 
In the church these days, some people think our theology and spiritual practices 
have become too soft, but these Christians may be following John the Baptist 
more than Jesus Christ. For truly living a life of mercy, love and compassion 
should hold enough for us to do. Penitential acts do not change God. God is  
unchanging. They change us so that we might in turn change our world for the 
better, so that it reflects the kingdom that Christ proclaimed. 
 
We need to keep focused on what it is we are actually seeking: to enable the 
Lord of Life to be reborn in us this Christmas. Sometimes, for the love and joy of 
Christmas to flow and flower in us, we need to confront the blocks that get in the 
way of us living this life of grace. 
 
Yes, it is good to head to our figurative desert this Advent to listen, to clarify, and 
to touch our weaknesses, but our time there should be marked by encountering 
God’s mercy and compassion and an assurance of his personal love for us, in 
order that we might return invigorated to live and proclaim Christ’s kingdom to 
our world.

Reflection for the Second Sunday 
of Advent 

We light a second purple candle on the second Sunday of Advent to represent the 
hope of Christ coming to the world. 

The word "hope" has two meanings in the Bible. The first, tiqvah, contains the 
sense of eager anticipation or waiting. The second, elpis. depicts a sense of 
confident expectation based on certainty. Biblical hope is secured by God's 
faithfulness to His promises. For the Old Testament leaders, their hope was in the 
Messiah's arrival. For us, it is the hope of the Messiah's return. 

God's plan for humanity unfolded in the town of Bethlehem, the birthplace of the 
Messiah, joyously fulfilling a long-awaited promise. Today we confidently wait 
for the Messiah's triumphant return. 



SACRAMENTAL INFORMATION 
 

Baptisms: Baptisms are celebrated twice 
each month. You need to come into the parish 
office to register for class. Ideally, preparation 
should begin during pregnancy. No confirmed 
dates are given before approval by the priest. In 
order to avoid disappointments, do not book 
travel plans with family, godparents, etc., until 
a confirmed date has been assigned at the 
conclusion of all stages of preparation. Parents 
needing annulments of marriages, or those not 
married, or those not married in the Church, 
will be assisted in addressing those issues 
before receiving a Baptismal date. 
 

Marriages: You must be a registered and  a 
supporting member of the parish for at least six 
months prior to your marriage. The date should 
not be set until a priest has been consulted. 
 

Sick and Homebound:  Please call the parish 
office to inform us of anyone hospitalized, 
homebound, or in need of the Sacraments.
