El pecado corta: corta la relación con Dios y corta la relación con 
los hermanos, la relación en la familia, en la sociedad, en la co-
munidad: El pecado corta siempre, separa, divide. Las palabras 
que decimos con la boca están acompañadas del gesto de gol-
pearse el pecho, reconociendo que he pecado precisamente por mi 
culpa, y no por la de otros. Después de la confesión del pecado, 
suplicamos a la beata Virgen María, los ángeles y los santos que 
recen por nosotros ante el Señor. También en esto es valiosa la 
comunión de los santos: es decir, la intercesión de estos «amigos y 
modelos de vida» nos sostiene en el camino hacia la plena co-
munión con Dios, cuando el pecado será definitivamente anulado. 
Además del «Yo confieso», se puede hacer el acto penitencial con 
otras fórmulas, por ejemplo: «Piedad de nosotros, Señor / Contra 
ti hemos pecado. / Muéstranos Señor, tu misericordia. / Y dónanos 
tu salvación» (cf. Salmo 123, 3; 85, 8; Jeremías 14, 20). También 
es posible, como parte del acto penitencial, cantar el Kyrie eléi-
son: con una antigua expresión griega, aclamamos al Señor —
Kyrios— e imploramos su misericordia. Medirse con la fragilidad 
de la arcilla de la que estamos hechos es una experiencia que nos 
fortalece: mientras que nos hace hacer cuentas con nuestra de-
bilidad, nos abre el corazón a invocar la misericordia divina que 
transforma y convierte. Y esto es lo que hacemos en el acto peni-
